Suppliers

The Suppliers must:

· submit a response to Contracting Authority’s requirements by adding yes into the compliant column and add a detailed response into the Supplier’s response column to show how the requirement will be met. 
· submit a response to the Section questions in the response box for each question. 

The Supplier must submit supporting documentation or evidence to support their response. Any attachments and supporting documents must be clearly marked with the reference number of the relevant question(s).

Contracting Authority / FRSs

Section Questions

c) To be successful with this element of the assessment, Suppliers must: 

· Pass all pass/fail questions;

d) The marking guidelines provided with each question are provided as a guide for what is expected to be included within the Suppliers response. Suppliers should also consider the requirements when writing their response.
